This program will be the crowning achievement of 35 years of 
organizing PORSCHE trips!  This will be a relaxed, luxurious and educational trip.  Read on! 

 
Sunday, Sep. 26th 2010: Depart the U.S. for Leipzig, Germany (via FRA, LHR, AMS or CDG)  
I recommend that you arrive at least a day early (arrive today in Leipzig), if you can, to get 
an extra day to overcome your jet lag.  Early arrival dinner at Der Weinstock Restaurant. 
 
Monday, Sep. 27th 2010: Arrive in 
Leipzig, Germany   
We will meet you at the Leipzig/Halle 
Airport and transfer you to the elegant 
Hotel Fürstenhof.  Welcome-to-Germany 
luncheon at the Hotel Fürstenhof.  Weôll 
have a short sightseeing tour (on foot) of 
Leipzig with time superb Auerbachs 
Keller Restaurant. 
 
Tuesday, Sep. 28th 2010: Leipzig, 
Germany   
After breakfast weôll transfer to the 
PORSCHE Leipzig Factory and Race 
Track.  Weôll enjoy a factory tour, including 
the Cayenne and Panamera facility.  Luncheon at the factory HQ and an optional half day 
on the legendary Leipzig RaceTrack.  Youôll have a chance to drive yourself with an 
instructor and/or be driven around by professional race drivers.  For those who so desire, we 

also have the ñtank 
trackò available to 
experience the full 
capabilities of the 
Cayenne.  Iôve done 
both and itôs simply 
awesome.  Tonight weôll 
have dinner at the Hotel 
Fürstenhof and we will 
also complete all the 
PORSCHE car rental 
paperwork ï be sure to 
bring your passports 
and driverôs licenses to 
dinner.   
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Wednesday, Sep. 29th 2010: Leipzig to Prague (~250 kms/150 miles)   
Our PORSCHES will be waiting for us ready to take off.  
But first Iôll have the ñlargeò luggage loaded onto our 
luggage truck for transfer to Prague.  Weôll head south-east 
from Leipzig in the direction of Dresden.  Weôll drive our 
PORSCHES through the Sächsische Schweiz Mountains 
(saxonian Switzerland) www.saxony-switzerland.de.  Weôll 
stop for lunch at Castle Wackerbarth www.schloss-
wackerbarth.de.  After lunch weôll cross the border on a 

country road in Zinnwald and head 
straight to Prague on the Autobahn.  
Weôll check into the Four Seasons 
Hotel Prague.   In this fairytale cityôs most desirable location ï at the 
edge of the Vltava River, steps from 
the Charles Bridge ï discover a 
remarkably quiet enclave, immersed 
in vibrant Old Town.  Weôll enjoy 
dinner tonight on the top floor of the 
famous Dancing House at the 

Restaurant Celeste, a stylish restaurant with a delightful 
menu and magnificent views over to Prague Castle.  
Weather permitting weôll dine on the rooftop terrace. 
 
Thursday, Sep. 30th 2010: Prague (no driving today) 

Youôll be treated to a İ day 
sightseeing tour of this 
magnificent city with lunch at one of the very best bistros in 
the heart of old town.  This afternoon youôll have time to 
explore the city on your own, to do some shopping or take 
in the sights.  Tonight weôll take the funicular up to the 
Nebozizek Restaurant which sits on the side of Petrin Hill, 
overlooking the whole of Prague. We will be rewarded with 
stunning views of the city lighting up, and an eye-level view 
of magnificent Prague Castle. Youôll be treated to 

enchanting piano music while we dine.   
 
Friday, Oct. 1st 2010: Prague to PlzeŔ [Pilsen] (~200 kms/120 miles)   
This morning weôll leisurely head south of the city to 
Karlġtejn Castle where weôll get a brief tour of this 
magnificent medieval structure.  It is one of the best 
preserved castles in all of Europe, founded in 1348.  It 
was built by Czech King and Roman Emperor Charles IV 
as a place for safekeeping of the royal treasures, 
especially Charles's collection of holy relics and the 
coronation jewels of the Roman Empire.  After our visit to 
Karlġtejn, weôll continue south to PlzeŔ [Pilsen].  Weôll 

enjoy lunch at U Salzmannu 
across from the Brewery. 
After lunch, what would Pilsen be without a tour of the  Pilsner 
Urquell Brewery and the, yes, Beer Museum.  Since we are 
driving, weôll just look, but certainly will bring some of the good 
brew home with us.  After the tour weôll head back to Prague.  
Tonight weôll have an elegant farewell dinner at the Four 
Seasons Hotel.

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Saturday, Oct. 2nd 2010: Prague ï Budweis ï Vienna (~350 kms/210 miles) 
Ļesk® BudŊjovice is Budweis and is correctly pronounced ñboodwiseò and, yes, weôll stop 
there for lunch at the Grand Hotel Zvon in the heart of Budweis, on the way to Vienna, 
Austria.  Weôll have time to do a little sightseeing after lunch.  Weôll then continue via Linz,  
Austria and the Westautobahn to Vienna.  Weôll check into the Grand Hotel on the 
Ringstrasse in the heart of Vienna.  Tonight weôll have a welcome dinner at a famous local 
Restaurant ñB¿rgerhofò which is renowned for its amazing selection of local specialties.  
Wiener Schnitzel, of course, is one of the favorites, but weôre also there during the 
Wildbrett Wochen ï Venison weeks.  Your choice.   

 
Sunday, Oct. 3rd 2010:  Vienna Woods Drive (~100 kms/60 miles) 
This morning I have organized for those who would 
like to join me for a special seating at the mass in the 
Hofburg (the Emperorôs Winter Castle) where the 
Sängerknaben (the Vienna Boyôs Choir) perform 
during the mass.  Even if youôre not religious itôs a 
beautiful setting and a memorable event.  After the 
mass, weôll drive up to the Kahlenberg where weôll 
have a luncheon with a magnificent view overlooking 
Vienna.  After lunch weôll drive on some curvy roads 
through the Vienna Woods to Mayerling where weôll 
get a fascinating tour of the hunting castle of the 
ñSissyò fame.  Weôll head back into town.  Tonight weôll 
enjoy dinner at the Mayerei in the Stadtpark followed 
by a Concert featuring Straussô and Mozartôs Music. 
 
Monday, Oct. 4th 2010: Vienna (no driving today) 
First weôll enjoy a İ day sightseeing tour culminated with a tour of Schönbrunn Castle.  
Youôll also get some exercise, because after the tour weôll walk up to the Gloriette, across 
from Schºnbrunn Castle, where weôll have lunch overlooking Vienna from the south side.  
Weôll head back to the city and youôll have the afternoon at your leisure to do some shopping 
and exploring of this magnificent capital of the Hapsburg Empire.  For those that would like 
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to have a structured activity, I have 
organized a choice of three museums for 
you to visit.  Tonight dinner will be served at 
the famous Hotel Sacher followed by a 
performance at the legendary Vienna State 
Opera (the schedule is not yet available but 
Iôm hoping for La Traviata or Don Giovanni) 
 
Tuesday, Oct. 5th 2010: Vienna to 
Budapest (~200 kms/120 miles) 
You are leaving your ñlargeò luggage at the 
hotel in Vienna and packing a small 

overnight bag for the drive and one-night stay in Budapest.  Weôll take the scenic route 
through Burgenland and stop at the Austria-Hungary Border 
memorial at St. Margarethen where the Iron Curtain came 
down in 1989 (contrary to popular belief it did not come down 
in Berlin) and ten thousand Eastern Europeans flooded across 
the border.  A local guide will give you a chilling rendition of the 
events of that day 21 years ago with Russian soldiers pointing 
their machine guns at the throng who braved the soldiers and 
stormed across anyway.  Weôll enjoy lunch at the romantic 

Hubertus on the 
way to Budapest.  
In Budapest 
weôll check into 
the Kempinski 
Hotel Corvinus Budapest which was the first 
member of the Leading hotels of the World, 
and it remains a gold standard amongst 
Budapest hotels.  Youôll have time to relax.  
Tonight I have planned a very special treat.  
We will enjoy dinner at one of the THE top five 
restaurants in the entire world: the legendary 
Restaurant Gundel in Budapest.   
 

Wednesday, Oct. 6th 2010: Budapest to Vienna (~200 kms/120 miles) 
Before we leave weôll have a brief 
sightseeing tour of Budapest with plenty of 
photo opportunities and a little shopping.  
Weôll then return to Vienna via the Autobahn 
and return to the Grand Hotel where your 
large luggage will be waiting for you in your 
room.  I have planned dinner tonight at one 
of Viennaôs famous ñHeurigerò Restaurants 
with Viennese music and a local fare buffet 
dinner.   
 
Thursday, Oct. 7th 2010: Vienna ï Steiermark Photo Rally (~200 kms/120 miles) 
This morning youôll be challenged by one of my famous photo rallies through some of the 
most scenic parts of Austria ï the mountains of Steiermark.  Weôll have lunch at the famous 
Steirereck am Pogusch Restaurant renowned throughout Europe (people fly their 
helicopters there just to have lunch).  The restaurant has THE most amazing restrooms in 
Europe ï youôll see.  Iôll be collecting the results of your rally findings at lunch.  Weôll then 
head back to Vienna on the S¿dautobahn where youôll have the rest of the day to shop on 
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the Kärntnerstrasse and Graben 
the spectacular ñRodeo Driveò of 
Vienna.  Tonight weôll have the rally 
dinner at the hotel where youôll get 
the results and your ñvaluable 
prizes.ò   Vienna is the town where I 
was born and I will give you an 
experience that you will cherish for 
the rest of your life.  

 
Friday, Oct. 8th 2010: Drive to Munich (~400 kms/240miles)  
Your large luggage will be loaded into our luggage truck and transported to Munich where it 
will be in your room at the Mandarin Oriental.  We will get 
an early start today and head out on the Westautobahn 
crossing into Germany at Salzburg where weôll continue on 
THE Autobahn with some serious speed towards Munich.  
Weôll stop in a little village outside of Munich at the 
Brauereigasthof Aying where Frau Inselkammer will have 
a sensational luncheon prepared for us.   The Mandarin 
Oriental is an appropriate conclusion to a great trip.  Weôll 
then drive into Munich and return our cars.  Tonight weôll 
have a farewell dinner at the legendary Hofbräuhaus with 
the appropriate Oooompah Music.   
 
Saturday, Oct. 9th 2010:  Return to the U.S. (optional day 
in Munich) 

This morning weôll transfer you to MUC Munich 
Airport for your return flight home.  You may 
extend your stay in Munich for a day if you like and fly back on Sunday.  I will 
offer some sightseeing options, including the BMW Museum, the Dachau 
Memorial or a shopping - sightseeing tour of this fashionable city.
